Obtain a 3.5” blank, high-density diskette (from your instructor, if necessary).  If the disk is unformatted, format it.  Label the disk (internally and externally) PROJ1.  Make sure your name is on the disk label as well.

From a computer location specified by your instructor, copy the “DOS Project 1” files to the root directory of the PROJ1 diskette.

3.
Make six directories on your disk and move the indicated files to their proper directory.  MAKE SURE THE DIRECTORIES HAVE THE CORRECT SPELLING.  When you are done this step, there should be NO files in the root directory.
